Foundational Scripture:
The disciples came up and asked, “Why do you tell 
stories?” He replied, “You’ve been given insight into 
God’s kingdom.

Whenever someone has a ready heart for this, the 
insights and understandings flow freely. That’s why I tell 
stories: to create readiness, to nudge the people toward 
receptive insight… But you have God-blessed eyes—eyes 
that see!

A lot 
of people, prophets and humble believers among them, 
would have given anything to see what you are seeing, 
to hear what you are hearing, but never had the chance.

Therefore 
he sent horses and chariots and a great army there, and 
they came by night and surrounded the city. And when 
the servant of the man of God arose early and went out, 
there was an army, surrounding the city with horses and 
chariots. And his servant said to him, “Alas, my master! 
What shall we do?” So he answered, “Do not fear, for 
those who are with us are more than those who are with 
them.” And Elisha prayed, and said, “Lord, I pray, open his 
eyes that he may see.” Then the Lord opened the eyes of 
the young man, and he saw. And behold, the mountain 
was full of horses and chariots of fire all around Elisha.

Characteristics 1-4

1. Characteristic One: 
Kingdom Eyes Are… ______________________ Eyes!
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Scripture:
The precepts of the Lord are right, giving joy to the heart. The 
commands of the Lord are radiant, giving light to the eyes.

I pray also that the eyes of your heart may be 
enlightened in order that you may know the hope 
to which he has called you, the riches of his glorious 
inheritance in the saints, and his incomparably great 
power for us who believe. That power is like the working 
of his mighty strength...

And so it was, when they had crossed over, that Elijah 
said to Elisha, “Ask! What may I do for you, before I am 
taken away from you?” Elisha said, “Please let a double 
portion of your spirit be upon me.” So he said, “You have 
asked a hard thing. Nevertheless, if you see me when I 
am taken from you, it shall be so for you; but if not, it 
shall not be so.” Then it happened, as they continued on 
and talked, that suddenly a chariot of fire appeared with 
horses of fire, and separated the two of them; and Elijah 
went up by a whirlwind into heaven. And Elisha saw it, 
and he cried out, “My father, my father, the chariot of 
Israel and its horsemen!” So he saw him no more. And 
he took hold of his own clothes and tore them into two 
pieces. He also took up the mantle of Elijah that had 
fallen from him, and went back and stood by the bank 
of the Jordan.

Scripture: 
Friends, don’t get me wrong: By no means do I count 
myself an expert in all of this, but I’ve got my eye on the 
goal, where God is beckoning us onward—to Jesus. I’m 
off and running, and I’m not turning back. So let’s keep 
focused on that goal, those of us who want everything 
God has for us.

I’m braced 
for the worst. I’ll climb to the lookout tower and scan the 
horizon. I’ll wait to see what God says, how he’ll answer 
my complaint.

This vision-message is a witness 
pointing to what’s coming. It aches for the coming—it 
can hardly wait!
